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Our Quantum Rift Software 
division has 40 fundraiser-
labeled CDs of all the existing 
software programs they have 
released listed at a msrp of $20 
(non-fundraiser msrp would be

costs). 

These disks are the full version 
of the software, only they were 
labeled for fundraisers last 
quarter, but all places decided 
to back down at the last minute 
leaving us with the disks. 

Now we require non-
refundable deposits for any 
CD-based software. 

However it has left us with 40 
CDs of software that serve us 
no purpose!  We’ve tried to sell 

it (at a loss), and even see if 
local schools in Robinson, IL 
were interested.  After a run-
around, we have to assume 
that not returning calls means 
they aren’t interested. 

So we still have all 40 copies of 
the disks. 

We like to ask that anyone who 
might be interested in the 
software to please contact us.   

If you are part of an 
organization, or know of 
anyone holding a fundraiser 
(raffle, etc) that may be 
interested in 10, 20, or the lot, 
please pass the information on 
to them. 

While we will sell them to 
individuals; we prefer to sell 

them in multiples of 5.

“New business in town” never 
made it in despite numerous 
calls, one year of waiting, and 
one of them being a software 
development company.

Christmas to less fortunate 
families in Robinson” press 
release never made it in.  And 
we can’t even see a reason why.  
The funds were used for other 
things instead since there was 
no way to find out who needed 
it — advertising would’ve cost 
more than we were giving out. 

“Make an offer” press release 
never made it in; even after it 
was e-mailed, handed in 
person, and submitted through 
official third party means for 
press release distribution —  
which was picked up by some 
other places, just not our 
hometown. 

With all the Associated Press 
articles, and otherwise “who 
cares” type of articles when 
important newsworthy items 
go unnoticed, and we’re not 
even talking about our items 
— we can’t justify supporting 
these papers when we don’t 
agree with their believe and 
policies 

But we will use others 

We find it to be a shame when 
news agencies go astray, almost 
like they forget how to do 
actual reporting of news and 
think solely about making 
more money. 

No Longer Using Some Local Newspapers 

Local newspapers contain 
anything but 

information!  Spamming an id 
will cause the person to be 
banned from our site!  We hate 
spam more than anyone — we 
deal with thousands of spam 
messages each day! 

So our program is designed 
with that in mind:

It acts alone the lines of the 
affiliate program insofar as any 
member will be provided a 
“membership” link that they 
can use in a signature on 
websites, e-mails or other 
places.  Then, with every 
person that signs up on our 
site, they get a credit towards a 
free membership!  Since you 
have to register to see any 
profiles, it’s almost guaranteed.

No we aren’t a religious 
affiliated corporation!  Even if 
we may seem like a caring, 
religious bunch — religion isn’t

No matter 
when they purchase a 
membership! 
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Unlike most chambers that 
have yearly memberships that 
expire the month you first pay 
does, Robinson, IL’s chamber 
membership dues are coming 
up.  So now’s the time of year 
we decide just which chambers 
we’ll be joining. 

Why?  There are thousands of 
chambers we could join, each 
of which are in our coverage 
area, each costing $100-$1000 a 
year to join.  Obviously we 
can’t join them all.  But there 
are five different chambers that 
would be quite useful to our 
business.  Four can be joined 
at anytime, one is coming due. 

But qrsevlo isn’t the type of 
company to just jump into 
anything.  We research, check 
things out for ourselves, even 
do third party verification of 
claims made by some places 
that require money for their 
services.  And just because we 
join or pay for a membership 
one year, doesn’t mean we’ll 
stop checking into what the 
place does. 

It wouldn’t be prudent. 

Over the past year we’ve 
checked up on different places 
that we either belonged or used 
their services.  What we found 
was shocking.   

Some places we did business 
with service wise have been 
doing things that we consider 
unethical — such altering the 
truth in such a way that wasn’t 
a lie, but just not telling 
everything, and omitting 
information that could help the 
community in favor of gaining 
more profits.   

Others doing things to favor 
one group of people over 
another for the sake of money. 

We find these things appalling,  
so much so, that we will not 
allow these places to do 
business with us, nor will we 
use their services. 

To our amazement, many of 
the people in town aren’t even 
aware of these actions going 
on; others know, but not to the 
extent of the corruption. 

Unfortunately, one chamber 
which we are members is not 
above similar actions.  Over 
the past eight months, we’ve 
been checking up on how 
different chambers we belong 
to conduct businesses.  Most 
do exactly what they say, 
maintain decent operating 
hours, and keep their website 
updated on a monthly basis — 
but keep membership lists 
online current to the day, and 
even provide alphabetical (or 
other standard order) listings 
to members if you call and 
request places of business. 

That is what we expect 
chambers to do.  At least to be 
timely with their actions. 

But one chamber we’re 
members of is different.  The 
website hasn’t been updated in 
almost six months.  Many links 
don’t go anywhere, others 
never did.  Membership list is 
confusing and awkward, with 
no way to know what the 
businesses do even after you 
click for details.  And to make 
it worse, when we’ve had 
people call them to inquire 
about business services in their 

area, not all of the businesses 
that are members were 
provided! 

How do we know?   

We did something along the 
lines of a “secret shopper”.  
Different people from all over 
the country volunteered to 
place calls, e-mail, or otherwise 
contact chambers (also 
including chambers we don’t 
belong, but they did — it was a 
group verification). 

Each person would call up one 
or more chambers and ask 
about businesses in the area in 
such a way that they’d be 
certain to get a list (ex: “I’m 
moving to the area, can you tell 
me what real estate agencies 
are in your town?”).  Many of 
our callers said it sounded like 
the chambers pulled up a list of 
the businesses from a 
computer, and just read the list 
to them. 

The list was then submitted to 
us, and other places who were 
interested, to verify that the 
chambers did indeed mention 
all of the relevant paying 
members.  All information was 
compared against the 
chamber’s member directories 
on the respective websites. 

One chamber, as we said, was 
different. 

When asked about a certain 
service they needed, our callers 
were given a “list” of one place 
for one service, and a list of 
three for another — the list of 
three was missing two 
companies; while the list of 
one was missing at least three 
other companies that were

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relayed the information to our 
callers, knows for certain. 

But we can make a pretty 
logical guess as to why. 

Company names that were 
provided offer services to the 
chamber in one form or 
another. 

We know that the above is 
true, but whether it’s the 
reason it happened is only a 
logical guess.  We know it’s 
true for in some cases the 
companies are listed on the 
website in areas other than the 
membership list.  And for 
others, the company’s services 

listed online! 

Shocking?  Most definitely! 

But we were a bit curious as to 
why this was.  Why would an 
organization that takes money 
from it’s members, not even 
acknowledge all the members 
when someone outright asks 
— especially when these are 
businesses paying for a full-
fledged membership! 

Why did this happen? 

Can we say for certain?  No, 
there is no way to know since 
only the chamber, or more 
accurately the person that 

are listed in official chamber 
documents.  So there is no 
denying that to be true.   

But we can say that if the 
reason why the chamber 
doesn’t mention these 
business’s competition is for 
that reason; while they still 
accept money from the 
competition without telling 
them they won’t ever be 
mentioned, it’s an atrocity — 
and I hope these businesses 
find out before they shell out 
more money for nothing! 

But for us, at least it’s one less 
chamber to consider.
